· Treating TVT-cases 

· Arranging and supervising medical care (tablets, injections, wound dressings, IV drips etc.)
· Providing medical coaching for dog caretakers

· Arranging, recording and supervising preventative health care (vaccinations, deworming, spot on, heartworm prevention)
· Purchase of medicine and vaccinations

· Updating medical records 
· Checking recovery of sick and/or injured dogs
